Formal entitlement submittal to the  
Planning Division 

(Depends on Applicant – Typically 30-60 days) 

Staff reviews and issues comments for application 
completeness and required CEQA review 

(30-days) 

Staff and applicant meet.  Applicant modifies plans 
or resubmits as necessary 

(Depends on Applicant – Typically 30 days) 
 

If deemed complete, staff prepares public notice and 
staff report with conditions of approval for the public 

hearing. 
(2 weeks) 

Public notice is sent out ten (10) calendar days before public hearing; 
Notices are posted on the property and at various public locations 

Applicant submits notarized affidavit of 
acceptance of conditions of approval 

within ten (10) calendar days of 
approval 

Final construction plans are submitted to the 
Planning and Building and Safety Divisions 
for approval 
(Depends on Applicant –  Building and Safety 
Division review typically takes 1 to 6 months)
